The station has two fully equipped studios at your disposal.  
 
The Production Studio is a highly versatile room, available for recording 
small performances, debates and group discussions. It is also the venue 
for our Training Programme. 
 
The On-Air studio is where our live programmes go to air, and where our 
broadcasts originate from. This can also be converted to a second 
Production Facility in minutes!

Access Manawatu offers regular training sessions with staff and invited 
experts. 
 
Programme-Makers are also continually supported by staff, ensuring no-
one feels out of their depth.

Take a microphone where you need it. We have recorders available that 
are incredibly easy to use, allowing you to record elements of your 
programme off site (interviews, events coverage etc.).
